* Discuss the difference between pirating and privateering,
and how government involvement affected the pirating
business.

* Most famous pirates were men, but there were
exceptions. Talk about the inclusion of women in piracy
and how their involvement often changed the fates of
their crews.

* Many of the famous pirates resorted to violence against
their enemies. Discuss the few who were described as
merciful and how that affected their careers in piracy.
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
